Standards for the Teaching Profession

Standard 1 – Students:  Teachers understand student learning and development and respect the diversity of the students they teach.

Standard 2 – Content:  Teachers know and understand the content area for which they have instructional responsibility.

Standard 3 – Assessment:  Teachers understand and use varied assessments to inform instruction, evaluate and ensure student learning.

Standard 4 – Instruction:  Teachers plan and deliver effective instruction that advances the learning of each individual student.

Standard 5 – Learning Environment:  Teachers create learning environments that promote high levels of learning and achievement for all students.

Standard 6 – Collaboration and Communication:   Teachers collaborate and communicate with students, parents, other educators, administrators and the community to support student learning.

Standard 7 – Professional Responsibility:   Teachers assume responsibility for professional growth, performance and involvement as an individual and as a member of a learning community.

CVCA Standard 8 – Spiritual Growth:  Teachers assume responsibility for personal spiritual growth and understand its significance and implications in the Christian school community.

· Teachers increase their understanding of God’s Word and His character to share this knowledge with students.

· Teachers understand the Biblical worldview and its relationship to other worldviews.

· Teachers integrate Biblical truths into the curriculum. (minimum of 1 CEU)

· Teachers improve methods of discipling students both within and beyond the classroom.

(A minimum of 4 CEUs in Standard 8 is required per five year cycle.  Additional hours are strongly encouraged, but will not count toward license renewal.)
